	Project Description: Existing road conditions at Silver Lake Park are in poor condition and the existing water and electrical services lack sufficient capacity to adequately serve the park's visitors.  This project will make improvements to the existing roads by widening, paving and improving the road shoulders.  Additionally, the water distribution system and electrical system will be replaced as part of this larger infrastructure improvement project.  
	Permits Required: SEPA, Shoreline exemption, land disturbance, and forest practices permit.
	Project Status: Due to budget constraints, this project has been modified to only include repairs and upgrades to the main park road, group shelter parking area upgrades, re-striping of the main lodge parking area, pedestrian pathway upgrades and improved stormwater facilities.  Additionally, a new dry fire hydrant will be installed in the area of the existing boat launch.  The dry hydrant was a condition of approval from the Fire Marshall in order to improve fire safety at Silver Lake Park
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
